CLASS DEFINITIONS:
Novice:  horse, pony or driver who has not won a similar class at a show

Two or four wheeled hard tyred turnout - traditional style:  any two or four wheeled vehicle with solid rubber or iron tyres (not pneumatic) of a traditional style rather than purpose built for CDEs, and excluding trades or delivery vehicles.

Trades /delivery turnout:  horse or pony, vehicle, harness, dress and accessories to be in traditional commercial style. 

Pleasure turnout:  horse or pony, vehicle, harness, dress and accessories suitable for a day’s pleasure drive, carrying lunch, and essentials for the horse or pony.

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY:
1. All drivers must be either current financial members of an ACDS affiliated club or have completed and signed a One Activity Membership Form and paid the $20 fee (over and above the entry fees)

2. Adult drivers are 18 yrs and over

3. It is recommended that all drivers, grooms and passengers wear protective headwear.

4. Junior Drivers: must wear protective headwear
* 6-10yrs (inclusive) must be accompanied in the vehicle by an experienced ACDS adult driver member at all times, holding a second set of reins attached to the bit.

* 11-15yrs (inclusive) must be accompanied in the vehicle by an experienced ACDS adult driver member at all times. Second set of reins optional.

* 16-17yrs driving a single horse or pony, may carry a groom or passenger at his/her discretion. May also drive a pony (not horse) pair, and at show organisers’ discretion may drive a stallion.

5. All drivers are responsible for knowledge of and compliance with the ACDS Show Driving Guidelines (ACDS SD Handbook Dec 2004)

6. All horses/ponies must be at least 3 years old.

7. Running or standing martingales, side reins, trotting type overchecks, running reins, boots and bandages are not permitted on horses/ponies whilst competing.(Boots and bandages will be permitted in the cones competition only).

8. Horses and ponies may be measured on the day at the discretion of the organisers.

9. All horses and ponies must wear winkers.
10. Bitless bridles are not permitted.

11. Competitors shall at all times compete at their own risk.

12. Organisers reserve the right to alter the program according to conditions on the day.

13. Whilst the organisers will endeavour to accommodate all competitors, classes may not be delayed due to competitors running late.

14. Dogs must be restrained on leashes at all times no exceptions.

15. All competitors must wear back number provided on the day whilst competing in the ring. No number no entry.

16. If a handler is used in the ring he/she must be appropriately dressed (no thongs, sleeveless shirts or midriff tops).
